Culvert Installed 
On Monday, July 13, 2009, the Mackinac County Road 

Commission (MCRC) installed a new 72 foot alumi-

num box culvert at the Pearson Creek crossing of State 

Avenue in Cedarville.  This project will help eliminate 

erosion near the crossing, reduce sedimentation into the 

creek and restore hydrologic flow through the crossing.    

The project is funded by the Les Cheneaux Watershed 

Project grant with match funds provided by the MCRC.   

Septic Survey 
Later this month, the Les Cheneaux Watershed Project 

will be distributing an anonymous survey, both on-line 

and through the mail, requesting information about your 

on-site septic system (OSS).  Questions will cover septic 

system type, size, site description, condition, manage-

ment, and any problems you may be experiencing, etc.  

 

Our goal is to develop a watershed characterization of 

OSS, including landowner management and potential for 

failing systems.  The survey results will help us identify  

potential threats to our ground and surface waters, and 

improve homeowner OSS management.  This survey may 

be impetus for future grant requests to assist homeowners 

with management and repair.  

 

For those interested, dye test kits will be available for you 

to help assess your systems.   

 

Tentatively, there will be two options for participating in 

the survey. Option one will be to fill out the survey form 

that will be mailed to you and return it in an attached 

stamped envelope. The other option will be to go to a 

website and submit the survey on-line. 

 

Please take the time to fill out the anonymous survey (no 

personal information will be gathered), as it will provide 

valuable information that will help to protect and improve 

the Les Cheneaux Watershed.  Look for the survey in 

your mail later this month. We look forward to working 

with you to protect the great waters of the Les Cheneaux 

area watershed.
