Phragmites australis has invaded Les Cheneaux.  The 

invasive phragmites (frag-MY-teez), also known as 

common reed, is a perennial, wetland grass that can 

grow to a height of 16 feet.  P. australis is native to 

Michigan but an invasive cultural variant is becoming 

widespread and is threatening the ecological health of 

wetlands and coastal shorelines of the Great Lakes.  

The native, invasive and hybrid forms of these have 

been sighted in our area during the past two seasons.

For small 
amounts, open lid and dry out or add sawdust or kitty litter. For larger amounts, paint the largest item you plan to 
take to the dump or spread the paint out on newspaper until it is dry. It can then go into the trash. 
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Mapping Invasives  
Noxious Weed species can negatively alter land and water 

systems, wildlife habitat, and recreation areas forever.  Often 

times, landowners do not even realize that these invaders are 

slowly choking out their native plant community. In adition to 

environmental degradation noxious weeds can also have an 

economic impact. Noxious weeds contribute to lower resale 

value of land all over the United States, and they are very ex-

pensive to control if not detected early. As people become 

more and more aware of noxious weeds and their treatment 

costs, individuals will find it more difficult to sell property 

contaminated with weeds. And even the reduced price does 

not reflect the future cost of weed control. 

* The longer we ignore noxious weeds the 

more expensive they will be to eradicate.
